They will

also look at the column

method for both of

these operations.

th

September.

Then, the temperature is rising as we soar over to the Caribbean for our Cool Caribbean topic for the rest

of the term. This half term will be a very creative one, focussing on art, DT and music as well as

geography.

Computing

The children will be

learning how to best use

the computer system here

at CHJS, as well as

looking at how to stay

safe when using a

computer.

DT

We will be learning how to

sew and creating our own

stuffed animal.

French

We will begin our 

French learning 

with greetings, 

and asking 

introductory 

questions.
