
Our next topic is called ‘Rocking and Rolling’ and it promises to be very 

exciting indeed! It is a geography and science led topic which includes lots 

of investigation and observation of all things to do with Earth. 

Next half term, we will consolidate this topic learning with a trip to 

Lulworth Cove.

Music

The children will explore jazz 

music and its instruments, with 

an emphasis on creating their 

own musical motifs.

Art:

The children will be looking at 

different artistic techniques such as 

blending and adding texture and 

shade through landscape art. They 

will end the topic with their own 

piece of landscape art! 

Geography

During this topic, the children will 

be looking at the layers of the 

Earth and tectonic plates. They will 

be exploring where volcanoes are 

found, how they are formed and 

why they erupt. They will also 

identify the main parts of a 

volcano. The children will learn 

what causes earthquakes. 

Reading

In reading, the children will be 

exploring the book Krindlekrax. They 

will look at the characters and infer 

their feelings, thoughts and motives, 

as well as answering retrieval 

questions.

Writing

In writing, the children will learn 

how to catch Krindlekrax through 

instructional writing that 

captures the reader’s interest. 

Later in the term, they will 

perform poetry, thoughtfully 

using pace, tone, and 

expression.

Maths

In maths, the children will be 

learning about division, linking in 

their times table facts with inverses 

of multiplication.

Times Tables Rock Stars can continue 

to be used at home for times table 

practise as these remain a focus. 

Computing

The children will be working on 

digital imagery, using Book 

Creator to publish a piece of their 

writing. They will be using 

devices and software to take and 

edit their own photos.

Science

The children will develop an 

understanding of how soil is 

formed from rocks and organic 

matter. They will learn to identify 

and classify different types of 

rocks and understand the process 

of fossil formation.

PE

Outdoor PE for 3G and 3J every 

Tuesday - invasion games.

Swimming will continue for 3C and 

3D every Tuesday.

Religion and Worldviews

Children will continue to learn about 

Christianity, learning about the 

significance of Easter, and ending the 

unit at the end of the term with a 

celebration on Easter Treats Day.
