Science 
The children are going to be building 
on their Year 4 learning on electricity 
and investigating what affects the 
brightness of a circuit. 

English

We 
will have a key focus of athletics looking at throwing, jumping and really focus on our 
running skills, especially in relay racing.

‘Auggie ‘, who was born with a facial abnormality and has been 
home-schooled all his life. Now, for the first time, he is going 
to school, which he is dreading. The book provides   
opportunities for lots of discussions about feelings, other 
people’s perceptions and the impact that can have on a child.
