
Pollination

Pollination occurs when insects or air, 

transfer pollen from a female plant to a 

male plant.

Plants need a number of things 

to survive and to grow.

air

water

sunlight

room to grow soil

Plants have different features which all serve a 

specific function.

Flower

These make seeds to 

grow into new plants.

This is essential to the 

life cycle of plants.

Their petals attract 

pollinators to the plant.

Roots

Absorb water and 

nutrients from the 

soil.

Stem/trunk

Supports the flower and 

transports the water and 

nutrients to the flower.

Leaves

These make food for the 

plant using sunlight and 

carbon dioxide from the 

air.

Petals

These protect the seeds 

and attract pollinators.

Seed dispersal - when seeds are spread over 

an area. They could be dispersed by wind, 

water, explosion or animals. 

Seed Formation

Seed formation

occurs when the 

pollen travels 

down the flower 

to the female 

part of the 

plant.
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
